Dear Parent/Guardian,

As I write this newsletter article we are in the midst of Catholic Schools Week 2009. The theme this year is Celebrate Service in
Our Catholic Schools. The theme is one that has been and continues to be a part of the fabric of Catholic Central High School. It
has been gratifying for me to reflect and talk with many about the countless ways that our students, staff, and parents serve others.
St. Theresa of Avila said that “Christ has no body on earth but ours, no hands but ours, no feet but ours. Ours are the eyes through
which the compassion of Christ looks out upon the world, ours are the feet with which he goes about doing good, ours are the hands
with which he blesses his people." I believe that this quote summarizes the attitude that our school community takes in reaching out
to help others in our world and doing Christ’s work on earth.

In recognition of the continuous effort to provide excellence in education in the Catholic tradition, Catholic Central High School was
again named on the National Catholic Honor Roll as one of the top 50 Catholic high schools in the United States. Catholic Central
is one of only seven schools in the country that has been given this recognition for the five years that the award has been in exis-
tence. The award ranks Catholic high schools across the United States in the areas of Catholic Identity, Academic Excellence, and
Civic Education. I have enclosed a congratulatory letter from Father Ronald Nuzzi, who is the Director of the Alliance for Catholic
Education at the University of Notre Dame. As parents you should share in this recognition because you are a major part of who we
are as a school.

I want to congratulate and recognize some outstanding accomplishments from students in the Catholic Central science depart-
ment. First of all Mary Nguyen was recently named a Semifinalist in Intel’'s 68t annual Science Talent Search. Mary was recognized
through her efforts in the CC Research Class and the submission of her research project. She has worked on developing a laser based
system that integrates images from five different telescopes located around the world! Mr. Andy Moore was also recognized by the
Intel Science Talent Search committee as a Teacher of Merit. Catholic Central was one of only 174 schools in the United States and 2
overseas from which a student was named a semi-finalist.

In addition the engineering students at Catholic Central have made it to the national finals for the engineering design competition
sponsored by the Junior Engineering Technical Society (JETS). The students are one of five finalists out of 28 semi-finalists and
over one hundred entries across the United States.

June 2009- Final course placement reviewed

Undue Influence: In these days of “schools of choice”, Charter Schools, and Home Schools we ask each
member of community to be aware of the issue of “undue influence” regarding student-athletes. The Michi-
gan High School Athletic Association (MHSAA) Handbook, Rule 1, Section 10, states:

“The use of undue influence for athletic purposes by any person or persons, directly or indirectly as-
sociated with the school, to secure or encourage the attendance of a student, or the student’s parents/
guardians as residents of the district, shall cause the student to be ineligible ...for a maximum of one year.”
The school and/or coach can also be punished.

If you believe a student or family is interested in Catholic Central, please direct them to the Principal’s Office
or the Guidance Office. Do not contact a Catholic Central coach, and by no means may you suggest or offer
any incentive to a student or family.

Thank you to all the students and parents who have contributed to an atmosphere of “Good Sportsmanship”
at our contests. As Cougars, we understand that the value of interscholastic athletics lies in preparing our
students for a positive role in their Faith and their Community. Thanks to Senior students Sam Needham
and others who organized the Blue Crew for winter contests and have helped keep a “civil” sideline. Good
Sportsmanship includes loud and boisterous cheering for our team.

WE CARE supports safe social situations for CC students. We encourage students to demonstrate respect for each other by remind-
ing their peers of appropriate behavior, including avoiding illegal substances such as alcohol, and returning dates to their homes at
respectful times. All of us want our students to have a great time. Let us pray for a safe and fun-filled evening.

Experience tells us that when parents know each other it keeps our kids safer. Coming up, on March 28, is a Sophomore Parent
Party “March Madness”, and on April 17 the Freshmen Parent Party.

March 25 is the date of our third presentation in our Parent Speaker Series. The next topic is on Bullying and Cyber Bullying. It will
be at 7 PM in the Catholic Central cafeteria. Bullying occurs when a person is picked on again and again by an individual or group
with more power, in terms of either physical strength or social standing.

Two of the main reasons people are targeted for bullying are because of physical appearance and lack of social status. Bul-
lies pick on the people they think do not fit in, maybe because of how they look, how they act (for example, kids who are
shy and withdrawn), their race or religion.

The National Crime Prevention Council criterion of what constitutes cyber-bullying is "when the Internet, cell phones, or other devices
are used to send or post text or images intended to hurt or embarrass another person. The National Crime Prevention Council also
reports cyber-bullying is a problem that affects almost half of all American teens.

In September 2006, ABC News reported on a survey prepared by I-Safe.Org. This 2004 survey of 1,500 students between grades 4-8
reported:

42% of kids have been bullied while online. One in four have had it happen more than once.
35% of kids have been threatened online. Nearly one in five have had it happen more than once.
21% of kids have received mean or threatening e-mails or other messages.

58% of kids admit someone has said mean or hurtful things to them online. More than four out of ten say it has happened more
than once.

58% have not told their parents or an adult about something mean or hurtful that happened to them online.
